
 

 

DAY 1 - ARRIVAL-KELANIYA-COLOMBO 
Met on arrival at the Airport by our Representative in Sri Lanka. Proceed to the ancient Kelaniya 

Temple, one of the most revered and historic Buddhist temples depicting exquisite sculptures and 

art, believed to have been visited by Buddha. Rest of the day at leisure in Colombo.  

Overnight in Colombo. 

 

DAY 2 - COLOMBO-YAPAHUWA-AUKANA-ANURADHAPURA   
Proceed to Yapahuwa and Aukana to view the monolithic statue of Buddha. 

Continue your journey to Anuradhapura, Sri Lanka’s first Capital and City of 

Ancient Ruins. Take a tour of the ancient city and marvel its vast array of 

Monuments and Pagodas. Visit the Sri Maha Bodhi housing the oldest Bo tree 

in the world dating back to almost 2600 years, a sapling of the Bo tree under 

which Buddha is believed to have attained enlightenment. Overnight in 

Anuradhapura 

 

DAY 3 - ANURADHAPURA-MIHINTALE-TANTIRIMALE- ANURADHAPURA 
Visit Mihintale, a beautiful mountain peak believed to be the site of a meeting between the Buddhist 

Monk Mahinda and King Devanampiyatissa which inaugurated the presence of Buddhism in Sri 

Lanka. Proceed to Tantirimale, an ancient temple situated in a picturesque valley. Return to 

Anuradhapura for overnight stay.  

 

   
 

DAY 4 - ANURADHAPURA-JAFFNA 
Proceed to Jaffna in the Northern tip of the Island. In the afternoon visit the Dambakola Patuna 

Temple located by the beach with beautiful scenic views. The temple has historical value, being the 

location where Sangamitta Theri (Buddhist Nun) landed in Sri Lanka with a sapling from the Sri Maha 

Bodi (the tree under which Buddha is believed to have attained enlightenment in North India). City 

tour of Jaffna and Overnight. 

 



DAY 5 -  JAFFNA-NAGADEEPA-DAMBULLA 
Proceed to the Island of Kayts and take a boat ride to Nagadeepa. On 

his 2nd visit to Sri Lanka, the Buddha is believed to have visited 

Nagadeepa. Return to Jaffna. Proceed to Dambulla for overnight.  

 

DAY 6 - DAMBULLA-MATALE-KANDY 
Visit the Cave Temple of Dambulla. Then proceed to Aluvihare Temple 
in Matale dating back to the 3rd century. Aluvihare is the site where 
the Pali Canon was first written down on Ola (Palm) leaves. Proceed to Kandy. In the evening visit 
the Temple of the Tooth Relic, Kandy. Overnight in Kandy. 
 

DAY 7 - KANDY 
Visit the Gadaladeniya Temple built by King Wickramabahu in 1344, during the time of the Gampola 
Kingdom. Visit the Degaldoruwa Rajamaha Viharaya which was established by King Keerthi Sri 
Rajasinghe and King Rajadhi Rajasinghe. Visit to Embekke Devalaya, the finest in the world for 
original Wood Carvings. Overnight in Kandy. 
 

DAY 8 - KANDY-MAHIYANGANA-KANDY 
Visit the Mahiyangana Raja Maha Vihara, an ancient Buddhist temple.  It is believed to be the site of 
Buddha’s first visit to Sri Lanka and is one of the ‘Solosmasthana’ (the 16 sacred locations) in Sri 
Lanka. Return to Kandy for overnight stay.
